Have you learned high speed avoidance maneuvering or use of
theABSsuchas |stau% t in many of the driving school s available? Have you taken your Porsche to an autocross or adriver education event? Our
Porsches are some of the finest automobiles ever made and can go faster, turn better, and stop quicker than almost any other vehicle on theroad;
but do you know how to utilizetheir capabilities. Anybody can gofast - si mpl¥ put theright foot to the floor. That should not be the object of your
driving. Your objective hopefully isto enjoy your driving and to bring yourself and your passengers safely home each and every time.

Thefollowing are some aspects to consider each timeyou get in your Porsche or any other vehicleto drive. Areyou seated properly - ableto

mani pulate the controls, put full pressure and then some on the brake pedal, fully disengagethe clutch,

ableto apply botharm and gPper body to turning thewheel, ableto utilize your rear and sideview
